Are there any course
restrictions for incoming
students?

While most Faculties accept suitably qualified exchange
students, the following areas have some restrictions:

Arts and Social Sciences

e Students wishing to take stage 3 ARTS courses must be
majoring in the desired field

e Undergraduate students can only enrol in undergraduate
courses. Postgraduate students are not eligible to take
undergraduate courses

e INST, GLST, DANC, EDST and Music courses are
restricted to declared majors.

e Enrolmentin Law Subjects is restricted to Law Majors.
Coursework is available at an Undergraduate or Post
Graduate level

e Juris Doctor courses are open to students enrolled in a
Juris Doctor Program at their home institution

e Students are not able to take both LAWS and JURD
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courses simultaneously

e Core courses and internship courses are not available to
exchange students

Art and Design
e Courses are held on Paddington campus — a shuttle bus
service is available
http://www.facilities.unsw.edu.au/getting-uni
e Priorities will be given to student majoring in
Art/Design/Media

School of Business
e The following courses are not available to exchange
students:
e Industrial Training courses including MARK2999,
MARK3999, MARK4999, FINS3100, FINS3200
o MARKG6xXX courses
e GBAT course

Medicine
e Exchange students can enrol in courses from the School
of Medical Science however courses in the Doctor of
Medicine program are not open to exchange students.

Built Environment
e Studio based courses are often limited due to space and
you should be flexible with subject choices

Science
e Postgraduate psychology courses are not available to
exchange students
e Psychological coursework is available within the Arts and
Science faculty at an undergraduate level

Online courses
Exchange students are limited to taking only one online
course

Restricted courses
The following areas are closed to exchange students
e MBA coursework
e The Australian Defence Force Academy, Canberra or
courses starting with ‘z'.
e Courses offered during the summer or winter session
e Courses that are part of Honours degree.

Are there any other
restrictions or
requirements students
should be aware?

Students must meet pre-requisites for courses. This will be
assessed at time of application.

All students are required to enroll in 24 units of credit (UOC) per
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semester. This is the maximum amount of credit you can take.
Enrolment in 30 UOC may be approved in exceptional
circumstances and students will be charged the appropriate
UNSW tuition fees for the additional course.

While the Australian student visa allows for students to enroll in
a ¥aload, the UNSW Study Abroad and Exchange program
mandates enrollment in a full time load.

Housing, Costs, Visas, Scholarships

Is on-campus housing
offered by your university?

We have secured limited on-campus accommodation for Study
Abroad and Exchange students at the self-catered University
Terraces (limited places) and fully-catered Kensington Colleges.
Further details, including the fees, application form and deadline
will be sent to students after they have been accepted into the
exchange program.

Do exchange students
have to have a particular
insurance? If yes, what
kind of insurance?

Yes, students must have Overseas Student Health Cover
(Belgian, Norwegian and Swedish students with . The UNSW's
preferred provider is Medibank. Further instructions will be
provided upon acceptance.

Will exchange students be
provided with or offered
any scholarships, stipend,
living allowances etc.
during their exchange?

Unless the student/partner has been contacted with confirmation
of a scholarship from UNSW, there are no other available
funding opportunities.

Can students work on a
student visa?

Student visas allow students to work once they have
commenced their course at UNSW. They can work up to 40
hours a fortnight while their course is in session and unlimited
hours when their course is not in session. Careers and

Can students choose to
study with UNSW on a
Working Holiday Maker
Visa?
