2. AIMS

The unit aims to:

Provide international students with a critical understanding of a number of important figures, texts and events in the fields of British Literature, Art History, History and Popular Culture.  It will also give students an understanding of the historical and cultural significance of Manchester (both nationally and internationally) over the past 200 years.  Finally, the course will give international students some sense of what it is like to study at a British University, in terms of both teaching and assessment methods.
3. BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF THE UNIT
The “Manchester” International Summer School lasts for three weeks: 

* In week one, you study ‘Manchester: Original/Modern’.  
* In week two, you choose between ‘The “Real” Downton Abbey (a recent popular TV programme about stately home for aristocracy) and ‘Worlds of Sport’.  
* In your final week, you choose between ‘The Brontes’ and ‘From the Beatles to Oasis: popular music in British culture’.  
Week 1: Manchester: Original/Modern - As the first city of the industrial revolution, Manchester is proud of its status as the world's first 'original modern' city.  In this strand, we will explore Manchester's world-historical significance as the first industrial city and examine the causes and consequences of the industrial revolution on the people who lived and worked in Manchester.  Through a series of lectures, seminars and visits, we will look at the ways in which industrialisation affected the lives of the workers, the factory owners and the aristocracy.  We will also look at the ways in which people sought to interpret and understand those changes through literature and art.
Week 2: The ‘Real’ Downton Abbey OR Worlds of Sport (you choose one) 

The ‘Real’ Downton Abbey examines the ‘stately home’ as a statement of cultural, social and political power.  We will visit an actual ‘stately home’ as a way of exploring the relationship between architecture and art and economic, social and political power

Worlds of Sport examines the role of sport within British popular culture.  We will explore the historical development of football from a leisure pursuit to a multi-billion pound industry.  In addition, we will examine football’s importance in developing cultural identities.

Week 3: The Brontes OR From the Beatles to Oasis (you choose one) 

The Brontes examines the lives and works of the Bronte sisters; Emily, Charlotte and Anne.  We will visit the Bronte Parsonage at Haworth to gain an understanding of the influence of the landscape of the north-west on their writing.

From the Beatles to Oasis: popular music in British culture examines the sociological importance of popular music.  The cities of Manchester and Liverpool have always played a vital role in the development of British popular music.  In the 1960s Liverpool, as the home of the Beatles, played a vital role in the emergence of ‘pop’ music.  However, the 1970s onwards saw Manchester become the most important musical city in the UK.

* Defined as ‘any activity that a student has to attend or undertake at a fixed point and that has no flexibility for when it is undertaken, and where the student also has access to an available staff member’ (“Provision of Information about Higher Education: Outcomes of consultation and next steps” June 2011/18)

** ECTS (European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System): There are 2 UK credits for every 1 ECT credit, in accordance with the Credit Framework (QAA). Therefore if a unit is worth 30 UK credits, this will equate to 15 ECT.

*** Notional hours of learning: The number of hours which it is expected that a learner (at a particular level) will spend, on average, to achieve the specified learning outcomes at that level. It is expected that there will be 10 hours of notional study associated with every 1 credit achieved. Therefore if a unit is worth 30 credits, this will equate to 300 notional study hours, in accordance with the Credit Framework (QAA).

You will be taught by a combination of lectures, seminars, workshops and field-trips including visits to places such as Manchester Town Hall, Manchester Museum of Science and Industry (MOSI), the People's History Museum, walking tour of Manchester, the National Football Museum, either Old Trafford or the Etihad Stadium, visit to a sporting event e.g. lower-league football match, cricket match or horse-racing, the Whitworth Gallery, Manchester City Art Gallery, visit to the Bronte Parsonage in Haworth, visits to the Beatles Museum (Liverpool), visit to a musical event.
