2. The program will be provided by UW, for up to 36 participants that are recruited and designated by Zhejiang University. The participants will complete the program as a cohort, and no new participants will be allowed to join in the middle of the UW Program. 
3. Participants must attend eighty percent (80%) of the required class hours in the UW program; participants shall be responsible for securing all necessary visas, and non-contracted meals during their stay in Seattle; participants shall be responsible for securing all non-contracted transportation to their residence, meals, and for paying all associated costs, etc. 
4. UW will present a completion award to each participant upon successful completion of the program. UW will notify participants of satisfactory or unsatisfactory completion of the program. 

5. The program is noncredit, and no University of Washington academic credit will be awarded for successful completion of the program. 

6. Participants will be evaluated based on attendance and on participation standards set by the UW instructor at the outset of the program. Participants must attend eighty (80%) of the required class hours in the program to earn a completion award. 

7. All courses offered by UW and associated UW instructors are approved by the appropriate UW academic departments.

g) Instructional material and welcome packet for each participant

j) Welcome & Closing ceremonies with light refreshments provided 

k) Program completion awards & memento for each student 

l) Participant grade reports upon written consent from each student 

m) Program evaluation summary report 

n) I-20 documentation for each student in order for F-1 visa applications
