Applications will be assessed and the students’ preferred courses will be sent to the 
appropriate faculties for assessment if required* (Please note, approval does not enrol the 
students in their selected courses). 
 
*All courses from the following areas require approval prior to enrolment: Sciences, Health 
Sciences, Architecture (Design Studies), Law, MBA, Petroleum Engineering, Music, Media, 
Languages, Education and Criminology. 

Offer An Offer of Admission will be emailed to the student (cc to home institution) 

Acceptance Students will need to complete the payment for their Overseas Student Health Cover (OSHC), 
which can be done through the University’s preferred supplier Western Union Business 
Solutions. They also need to return a signed copy of their offer letter, acceptance form, 
payment form and declaration of financial capacity. 

Student visa The University of Adelaide issues a Confirmation of Enrolment (cc to home institution) which is 
a required document to obtain a student visa.

Academic Information 

Course load  Course load per semester: 
University of Adelaide load is based on units -  
12 units = 30 ECTS = 15 US credits  
Full time study is a student visa requirement. Full time study is between 9 units (75% 
minimum) and 12 Units (100% maximum)  
Courses offered are normally 3 units each 

Unavailable and 
restricted courses 
 

‘Unavailable courses’ are not offered to Study Abroad and Exchange students. Restricted 
courses are available to Study Abroad and Exchange students however they may have 
prerequisites and/or limited availability and require pre-approval by the Faculty.

Course selection 
and information 

Undergraduate students can select from a wide range of courses however we recommend that 
students’ selections are flexible.  Students who are very restricted in their course selection 
need to inform us as early as possible. We cannot guarantee, however, that specific courses 
will be available.

Level of courses There are three levels of courses: 
1xxx – 3xxx courses = Undergraduate courses – these are usually available to exchange 
students, except for those areas that are restricted.  Some disciplines will need to be approved 
by the School or Faculty.  Most undergraduate degrees at the University of Adelaide are of 3 
years duration. Most Engineering degrees are 4 years.  
4xxx courses = Honours (not available for exchange students). The exception is courses within 
the Faculty of Engineering, Computer & Mathematical Sciences.   
5xxx – 7xxx courses = Postgraduate courses are only available to exchange students who have 
completed an undergraduate degree (or equivalent).  
 
For example – course COMMGMT 1001 – Introduction to Management 1 is a first year course 
as the course code starts with 1xxx.

All 
applicants must demonstrate an acceptable level of English proficiency to gain admission to 
the University.

IELTS overall band score of at least 6.5 (Writing, Speaking, Reading and Listening 6.0)  
TOEFL (Internet based) total score of 79 (Writing 21, Speaking  18, Reading and Listening 13) 
CAE (Cambridge English: Advanced) Overall score of 176 (Writing, Speaking, Reading & 
Listening 169) 
 
If the student does not meet the general English language requirements they can: 

 sit another English language test 

 enrol in an Academic English Pathway through the English Language Centre.

IELTS overall band score of at least 7.0 (Band score of 7.0 in all bands)

MBA: 
IELTS overall band score of at least 7.0 (Writing, Speaking, Reading and Listening 6.5)  
TOEFL (Internet based) total score of 94 (Writing 24, Speaking 22, Reading and Listening 20) 
CAE (Cambridge English: Advanced) score of 185

Accepted tests of alternative English language proficiency are listed on our webpage including: 

 native English language speakers (certain citizenships) 

 students currently studying full degree in English 

 special requirements for certain countries: 
 
Students who have completed their secondary schooling in Austria, Belgium, Denmark, 
Finland, France, Germany, Hong Kong, Netherlands, Norway, Sweden or Switzerland are 
required to submit evidence of having achieved specific grades in their high school English 
language exams.
