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CUHK is the only university in Hong Kong with a college system. The University’s nine Colleges 
include Chung Chi, New Asia, United, Shaw, Morningside, S.H. Ho, C.W. Chu, Wu Yee Sun and Lee 
Woo Sing. Each undergraduate student is affiliated with one of the Colleges, which offer 
accommodation, informal learning and academic and cultural immersion to students.
