Students registered for the Spring/Summer Terms take 2 CU (16 US credits/30 ECTS) and are
assessed by coursework and/or departmental examination

Students registered for the entire year take 4 CU (32 US credits/60 ECTS) and are assessed by
coursework and/or departmental examination.

Academic Information

Credits at UCL are called “course units”, or CU. Most modules are worth either 1 CU (for
modules that run over a full year) or 0.5 CU (for those that run over one term). A1 CU
module is equivalent to 8 US credits, or 15 ECTS, and a 0.5 CU module is equivalent to 4 US
credits, or 7.5 ECTS. Students must take a minimum of 50% of their courses from their home
department.
