Admission Requirements
Undergraduate level program:
1. Students who have completed at least 28 semester credits from an accredited college
or university with a 3.5 (B+) cumulative GPA or its equivalent are eligible to apply.
2. English: High Level of English (B2)
Graduate level program:
1. Qualified students with a bachelor's degree from accredited institutions of higher
education are eligible for admission to the program. Students should have at least a
3.5 (B+) grade-point average.
2. English: High Level of English (B2)
Special admission requirements can be found in "List of Internships".

Eligibility
v" Your home institution must be a HUJI partner through a formal reciprocal exchange
agreement — visit our website for list of partners
v You need to meet the above acceptance criteria
v" You need to receive invitation from a HUJI host for your internship

v' If selected, you remain enrolled with your home institution and continue to pay yout
home institution fees. You will be exempt from HUJI tuition fees.

v' The credit points may be credited towards your degree by your home institution, on
approval of your home institution.
