All lectures are given in English and course credits will be given as per the standards of the equivalent courses
offered in Japanese.

IPLA is an exchange program that provides an opportunity for overseas undergraduate students to study a
variety of liberal arts, economics, management, education and literature classes at Tohoku University, without
having to attain the Japanese language proficiency that would be necessary to take the same courses in
Japanese. ’

All lectures are given in Enghsh and course credits will be given as per the standards of the equivalent courses
offered in Japanese.

Students will not have to attain the Japanese language proficiency that would be necessary to take the same
courses in Japanese.

1. Students are required to submit an application for the Certificate of
Eligibility (CoE) along with the other required documents by the exchange
program application deadline.

2. Tohoku University will then apply to the Immigration Bureau for the CoE
on behalf of students. It takes 2 months to get the certificate.

3. Then, the CoE will be sent to the partner universities/students.

4. Students must apply for the VISA using the CoE at the Japanese
embassy/consular office in their country before departure for Japan.

1. Students are required to enroll in “National Health Insurance”. This
insurance will cover 70 % of the medical cost that you pay at clinics or
hospitals. The fee is approximately 1,700 JPY/ month. Foreign residents,
except those on temporary stays, must enroll in this insurance.

2. “Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and
Research” is also mandatory. The fee is 1,000 JPY (for 1 year). Without it,
students will not be able to participate in some of the practical training
courses. It covers:

- Cases where the insured suffers a physical injury as a result of sudden
and unforeseen accidents of an external origin while engaged in
educational and research activities at this university

- Cases where the insured sustains a physical injury while commuting to
school or in transit between school facilities.

3. Students are also required to enroll in “Personal Liability Insurance for
Students”. This insurance will cover liability in the event of bodily injury
and/or property damage caused by the insured students to third parties
in the course of daily life. The cost is 1,040 JPY (for 1 semester) or 2,570
JPY (for 2 semesters) plus a 5,000 JPY membership fee for UNIV. CO-OP
(Refundable). Without it, students will not be able to participate in some
of the practical training courses.

To prepare for any emergencies that may arise, we strongly recommend
students also purchase “Overseas Travelers' Personal Accident Insurance”
for incoming exchange students before leaving their countries.

There is no pick-up service. Students need to come to their university
dormitory by themselves. Detailed information, including directions, is
available in the welcome package.
