Tuition Fees and Living Expenses
For the “3+1+1”program for ZU selected seniors, the cost is charged per course, which is $2850.00/course (3 credit-hours).  Thus for the forth year in ZU, four courses taken at ZU, the cost is $2850 ( 4 = $11400.00.  For the 5th year is that $2850 ( 6 = $17100.00 (tuition) plus $2000 (health insurance) plus $14000 (living expenses for 10 months on campus at Purdue), totaling $33100 for campus learning for 6 additional courses required for our MSIE degree.  This program will cost the selected senior a total of $11400 +  $33100 = $44500 for a Purdue MSIE degree. 
The student also has the option to take the remaining 6 courses in the fifth year at a distance in China (while working or on campus of ZU), for the additional cost of $2850 ( 6 = $17100.  This approach will cost the student a total of $28500 with minimum living expenses in China, for 10 courses of 3 credits each, satisfying the requirement of Purdue MSIE degree.  Seniors, if admitted, can take this option as well.
After the campus courses in Purdue University in USA, the student can typically be granted by the immigration office for the right of one additional year internship in an American company as part of their education, or the student can apply for entering into a high quality PhD program in the US, where financial aids are easier than applying for MS degree.
Purdue College of Engineering is ranked 2nd (and 4th for Purdue University) in the US in a Wall Street Journal survey of over 800 industrial recruiters.
