The University is rated best in Australia for graduate employability
and number 23 in the world as measured by the Global Employability
University Survey 2014.

Requirements

Choosing ANU as a study destination requires meeting certain
criteria and students will need to supply original or certified
documents to support their application, including:

> Academic transcript and current course enrolment (including
translation if not in English) showing a credit average equal
to 3.0 on a 4.0 point scale, or 75 per cent average

> Recognised English language test results if applicable.
